A F- EAST OF PLAYERS AT THE BRITISH OPEN MASTERS 2011 
 
The East had 3 finalists in this yearôs British Open Masters, 
Peter Alexander, Eamonn Price and Martin Pearse. 
 

Finals day saw the showcourt seats sold out for the Menôs 
O45 showdown between Peter Gunter and Eamonn Price. 
Our man Price took the first but when Gunter levelled at one-
all, it looked like the match could go the distance. However, 
at 4/0 in the third, Price pulled a calf muscle and was unable 
to continue. The sight of him hobbling down the stairs at the 

presentations confirmed that this was óa bad oneô. Unlucky 
Eamon, hope itôs not bad as first thought and you recover 
soon! 
One of our big hopes was the ever consistent, hard to push 
around, Peter Alexander who came up against another great 
opponent and current world champion Mark Cowley in the 

O55ôs Final. It looked to be going all the way as Peter recov-
ered from 2-0 down, taking the third and leading 8/2 in the 
fourth, but the world champion dug in and took the next eight points to claim another title.  
 
Martin Pearse was our third final representative from the East who competed against firm favourite 
and No.1 seed Rodney Boswell and despite taking the first game couldnôt prevent the current Na-

tional O65 Champion from taking his place at the top of the podium, securing the next 3 games and 
the title.

You will remember in last monthôs issue that we 
mentioned Richie Fallowsô triumph with the U17 

England team at the European Team Champion-
ships in Germany. Better late than never, here is 
the proof, with Richie and fellow teammates holding 
the trophies aloft. 

ADRIAN WALLER - OPS HIS OPPONENTS 
 
Englandôs Adrian Waller pulled 
off two successive upsets in the 
Cerdil Open in Brazil to win the 

PSA World Tour Challenger 10 
squash event after a marathon 
final at the Avenida Shopping 
Centre in Dourados. The 21-year
-old fourth seed from Hertford-
shire, made his breakthrough in 
the semi-finals when he des-

patched local hero Rafael F Alar-
con, the No.2 seed from Brazil, 
ranked more than ten places 
higher in the world. In the final - 
his fourth on the PSA Tour - 

world No.65 Waller faced Jan Koukal, the experienced defending champion from the Czech Republic 

who was celebrating his 25th appearance in a PSA World Tour final. Koukal, ranked 50 in the world, 
took the opening two games and looked set to win his second successive title in Dourados. But 
Waller kept his focus to win the third game before surviving a titanic tie-break fourth game 16-14. 
With the finishing post now in sight, Waller stormed on to win 3-2 to collect the second PSA Tour title 
of his career.
