AS BUTLERS SECURE TREBLE 

 
Jordan Creed was crowned U19 Norfolk Jun-
ior Squash champion ï his first title at his very 
last attempt - while brother and sister duo Milo 
and Bonnie Butler won three titles between 
them at this yearôs Norfolk Junior Squash 
Championships held at EAT&SC in Norwich. 
The friendly rivalry of Bonnie Butler and Katie 
Cox raised its head again when the pair met in 
the Girls U13 final where Bonnie stormed from 
2 down to win 3-2. Having just caught her 
breath Bonnie Butler found herself on court in 
yet another final, this time with Ailish Reeson 
in the Girls U15s. Some excellent movement 

found Bonnie holding up her 2
nd

 winnerôs trophy to increase the smile further. 
Not to be outdone by his sister, Milo walked on court for his own final in the Boys U13s, taking on 
defending champion, and East Regional champion William Henden. Unfortunately despite a tight fin-
ish, William had a little more experience to take the points when it was really needed in the 5

th
 game.  

The boys met again later that evening in the Boys U15 Final. Most people would crumble at the pros-
pect of going up against someone that had beaten them once already, but Milo was not to be de-
terred and his determination paid off giving him a well deserved win. 
 
And so to the tale of Jordan Creed in what was to be his last attempt at taking a County title. Jordan 
had to be at his very best as he found himself up against two times Boys U19 Champion Harry Tay-
lor. Both players were determined to win the first game and some feisty competition ensued. With 
Jordan pinching it 11/9, Harry was faced with a massive task in pulling back the highly motivated Jor-
dan, who was able to go on to record a long-awaited and well-deserved 11/9, 11/5, 11/6 win.
