The Wells Sports Foundation  is a new sporting charity created and entirely 
funded by successful entrepreneur, Barrie Wells, to provide financial and motiva-
tional support to sustainable grassroots sports projects. Grants of up to £2,000 
are available to sports organisations, including squash clubs, that have achieved 
Clubmark (Club Charter) status and want to increase participation in young peo-

ple aged 5-18 years old. 

If you are not currently a Clubmark Club please contact your Regional Office for 

information on how this can be achieved! 

The Wells Sports Foundation can offer up to £2,000 which must be matched by 

the club, the deadline is the 10th of every month! 

The foundation also have a team of world class athletes who visit schools and sports clubs throughout the 
country so that young people can engage with and be inspired by some of Britain's' most accomplished and 
promising athletes. Excitingly, such athletes as World Heptathlon Champion Jessica Ennis, may be avail-

able to attend a community club event or open day and your club could apply to have someone come along.

Waste Recycling Environmental Limited  are an environmental body registered to 
fund projects under the Landfill Communities Fund. They can award between £2,000 
and £50,000 to community sports clubs that are within 10 miles of a Waste Recycling 

Group Landfill site. 

They have two schemes, the Small Grant Scheme and the Main Grant Scheme, de-

pending on how much money you are looking for. 

Applications need to be made via the website before the deadline for each funding round, with the 

next deadline coming up in September.

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Comic Relief Grant for Hallamshire  
 
 
The Hallamshire Outreach Project has been given £10,000 to introduce 
3,000 children to squash during the next year. Children will receive coaching 
during the day at local Primary schools and at after school clubs for 
High school pupils at the Hallamshire Tennis & Squash club in Sheffield. 

 
The club’s Head Coach, John Mullins, recently met with former squash 
fan and new Deputy Prime Minister, Nick Clegg, to discuss the suc-
cessful application at the Minister’s office in Sheffield.  
During the last 3 years the ongoing project has given over 3,000 chil-
dren from the locality, the opportunity to learn how to play squash and 
racketball. This has been made possible by the injection of funding, 
initially through the National Lottery and more recently through a grant 
from Comic Relief  to subsidise both court and coach costs at the club. 

 
The project epitomises Hallamshire’s desire to make sport more accessible to chil-
dren and by opening their doors to local schools. Many juniors then get interested 
in the sport and join the Junior club or the box leagues.  
Thanks to the funding and the involvement of the School Sport Partnership and the 
creation of after school clubs, beginner and improver sessions and the promotion 
of low cost Junior membership rates, the club is now booming.

Sport England Small Grants - up to £10,000 available for exactly this type of 

project, they are all about getting more people active and have a decent 

amount of money to ’get rid of’!

Cash 4 Clubs  - All community sports clubs can apply for grants of up 

to £1,000, for anything that will add to the sustainability and effective-

ness of the club.

Comic Relief Grants - Funding of up to £40,000 is available under the ‘sport for change’ head-

ing where using sport can deliver a positive change to individuals and communities; the above 
example from Hallamshire demonstrates that squash can be successful in doing so!

Sport England Sportsmatch - A great way to double any sponsorship you are

Further Information and people to seek assistance from! 
Most of the information contained in these England Squash & Racketball Updates relates to national fund-
ing sources that are available throughout the country. However, squash clubs may be able to tap into local 
resources and exclusive local funding pots, the only difficulty is knowing where to look! 
 
1) County Sports Partnerships (CSP) 
These County based organisations have access to lots of information on club development, linking with 
schools, coaching and funding. Even if they aren’t able to help they can be very useful people to keep in 
regular contact with.

2)  Community Foundations 
Again, there is one of these for each County or major city. They distribute national schemes, such as 
Grassroots Grants locally and also have access to local funding initiatives, bursaries and programmes that 
may be able to help your club. Each Foundation will have different funds available that will change from 
time to time so remember to check back regularly!

3) Local Authority 
You Local Authority is another potential avenue of funding and again, it is well worth checking in with them 
to see what is available in your area. At the very least they should be able to point you towards any other 
local organisations that may be able to help.

4) Websites 
A quick Google search will bring up numerous funding search sites and it is always worth investigating any 
you may find. As a word of warning, many of them aren’t free  and you will have to decide for yourselves if 
you think it is worth your club investing in a subscription!
