Other noticeable successes in the competition were Hannah Daly, Laurence Green and 

Nadine El-Referee who came 2nd, 4th and 5th respectively in the U13ôs and Nick Mulvey 

who came 3rd in the Boys U17s.

England Expects ...  
 
Three of the East Regionôs finest players represented England in the annual Home 
Countries Test Match Series held in Edinburgh, against Scotland and Wales. Al-
though England were playing in the U20ôs and U18ôs, a strong U17ôs and U15ôs 
team was selected in order to give some rising stars valuable international experi-
ence. 15 year old Brogan Lane played in the Girls U20ôs and Niall Engerer (also selected as Team Captain) rep-
resented the Boys U18ôs along with Richie Fallows. 
 
Wales were the first up to face Englandôs young guns and were duly put 
to the sword.  In the U20ôs a battling Brogan went down 1-3 but England 
were victorious overall by a 4-1 score line. In the under 18ôs both Niall (3
-0) and Ritchie (3-2) showed the way in winning both their matches ena-
bling the team to win the tie 3-2.  
A tougher and tighter affair was encountered against Scotland in the 
U20ôs who prevailed 3-2 overall with Brogan pulling out all the stops to 
win her match convincingly, 3-0. 
The under 18ôs however, found it a little easier, winning 4 out of 5 of 
their individual matches.  Niall and Ritchie once again took control win-
ning their individual matches 3-0. 
 
The unique format saw the same fixtures being played on the second 
day which posed an interesting challenge for all of the young players.  
Although Wales showed more spirit than the previous day, they were 
never a match for the England team in either the U18ôs or the U20ôs. 
Scotland on the other hand proved to be a different contest altogether, 

turning the previous dayôs re-
sults on their head winning both the U18ôs and U20ôs. Unfortu-
nately Brogan couldnôt repeat her win from the previous day in 
both matches but competed well against more senior and experi-
enced opponents.  Niall continued his fine form taking both his 
matches.  Ritchie, despite carrying a groin strain, managed to 
push his opponents all the way but couldnôt quite add to his win-
ning streak from Day 1, finally losing in both. 
 
An exciting tournament saw Englandôs U20ôs come second to 
Scotland by a measly 3 points, with Wales in third.  The U18ôs 
ended even closer with England taking the title by a nose, with a 
point more than Scotland, Wales again finished third. 
 
Congratulations and a job well done must go to the players for a 
gallant effort, especially from our 
very own East Regionôs Brogan 

Lane, Niall Engerer and Ritchie
