Straight Six Win for Englandõs Masters! 
The England Masters team are currently celebrating a six title haul from the 
the inaugural European Squash Federation Masters Championships event at 
Turnhalle in Krefeld, Germany which attracted more than 200 entries from 24 
countries.  

In the Women's O35 final, second seed Isabelle Tweedle beat favourite, Henri-
etta Lokosova 3-0. The Menôs O45 final also featured the two top seeds, with 
Englandôs Switzerland-based Mark Woodliffe ultimately prevailing 3-2 over 

second-seeded compatriot Eamonn Price. 

Scotland's second seed Alex Sinclair went down in four games to English favorite Martin Pearse in the Menôs 

O60 final and Bett Dryhurst made it an English double in the category by taking the Womenôs O60 crown. 

Englandôs top seed Mike Clemson clinched the menôs O65 title with an 3-0 victory over Germanyôs 3/4 seed 
Hans-Jurgen Scepanik in the final. 
England favourite John Preston celebrated his first O70 Masters title success after beating Germanyôs No2 
seed Josef Lampey 3-1 in the Menôs O70 event climax.  
Overall, the event proved to be a massive success, with some high quality squash being played in a com-
petitive manner. Hopefully this event will pave the way for an annual European Masters event.
